Memorising Short Surahs: Children memorise short and easy Surahs like
Al-Fatiha and Al-Ikhlas, using repetition and melody to make it enjoyable.

Arabic Letter Recognition: The programme focuses on teaching children
the Arabic alphabet, helping them recognize letters and their sounds in a
fun, playful environment.
