4 Costumes, Hair & Makeup

/\ Some classes have DIY costumes — read each class requirement carefully and gather your items in advance!

General Costume Rules

» Costumes handed out throughout May — must be paid in full before pickup.
+  Steam your costumes — arrive wrinkle-free!

* Undergarments must be hidden. No sports bras unless specified.

» Ballet dancers: pink canvas ballet shoes required. No half-sole shoes.

» Clean tights and shoes for all dancers.

Makeup Guidelines

+  Stage makeup with a natural tone

+ Basic eye makeup — nudes/browns for eyeshadow
+ Eyeliner and mascara optional

» Lip color of choice (dark red preferred)

» Company dancers: wear your eyelashes
