FACTS OF THE CASE

This case is related to the matter
described in the Petition. Petitioner is unable to locate the

Respondent, Joxge Andino Madrid, Father (see Exhibit “aA”).
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REQUEST

Petitioﬁer has been unable to locate or effect service of
process' on the Respondent in the above-captioned case.
Petitioqer hereby requests that the Court issue an Order for
Service by Publication for a minimum period of once a week for
four (4) consecutive weeks in the online legal notice
publication, Global ZILegal Notices® a website of general
circulation in Homduras and surrounding regions which
specializes in service by publication and which provides
numerous benefits over traditional print newspapers. Their
publication policy is to publish the Order, any notices, and
all couét-issued documents continuously for a period of four
(4) congecutive weeks, which exceeds statutory requirements.

ARGUMENT

Petitioner has attempted unsuccessfully to locate and serve the
Respondent utilizing traditional service of process methods.
Respondent has made himself unavailable for service of process.

The most practical available alternative method of service is
service by publication. The only known method for service by
publication in Honduras is through Global Legal Notices® which
provideq a more thorough method to give actual notice to the
ReSpondehts, as described on their legal notice website at

www.GloballLegalNotices.com.




This method allows for a greater opportunity to give actual
notice to the Respondent than service by publication in a

traditional print newspaper. It provides publication of the

Court O:oj;der, plus the entire set of Court-issued documents.
l?‘urt:her,j the publication period exceeds the customary once a
week for four (4) consecutive weeks by continually publishing
the documents for an indefinite period, as allowed by law or
necessit&. In addition, a Google search by the Respondent’s
name and country will typically appear on page one. of the
Google search research after approximately five days, thus,
providin? a greater opportunity to give actual notice to the
Responde%t.
: MEMORANDUM OF POINTS AND AUTHORITIES
The U.S. Supreme Court in Mullane v. Central Hanover Trust &
Bank Co., 22 ILL.339, U.Ss. 306, 70 S. Ct. 652, 94 L. Ed. 865
(1950), found that, “It is a logical step forward in the
evolution of civil procedure that the use of new technologies in
common communication be utilized.”
U.S. courts have reasoned that service by publication on foreign
defendant% is permitted under Federal Rules of Civil Procedure
4(F) (3). g Rule 4 allows service of process on a foreign
individuaﬁ:
(1) by inéernationally agreed upon means of service reasonably

calculated to give notice; (2) by a reasonably calculated



method as| prescribed by the country’s law for service for

general aptions or as the foreign authority directs to a
letter rogatory; or (3) by other means not prohibited by
international agreement. Because the 1993 amendments to FRCP
4 (F) urge that FRCP (4) (3) be construed liberally, the courts
have interpreted FRCP 4(F) (3) as authbrizing them to utilize
technological advancements for serving foreign defendants.
Federal Rules of Civil Procedure, Rule 4((3) (1) provides that
“Service of an individual . . . may be effected in any
judicial district of the United States pursuant to the law of
the stateiid which the district court is located . . .”
Further, ?ennessee Rules of Civil Procedure, Section 4.05(1) (c)
allows fo; service “as directed by the court.”
The challenge facing Petitioner in this case is there are no
traditional newspapers in Honduras that will allow for
publicati;n of legal notices which originate in courts in the
United States.

CONCLUSION
Global Legal Notices® offers an improved method of providing
actual noiice to a Respondent of a pending lawsuit while
satisfying the Court’s requirements for service by
publicati@n.
It is widély held that service by publication has a limited
success r?te in providing actual notice to a respondent
that a legal case is pending. Yet,courts routinely issue
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an order allowing for service by publication in a newspaper,
either print or online, as a last resort method to complete
service of process.

Wherefore, Petitioner respectfully requests that the Court

issue an Order for Service by Publication in the instant case.

AND FOR EX PARTE ORDER

The State of Tennessee, Department of Children’s Services, by and through its

duly authorized representative, Case Manager, Savannah Keck, asks this Court to find the

above-named child dependent and neglected and to award temporary legal custody of the

child to Department of Children’s Services pursuant to T.C.A. § 37-1-129-130. This
petition is brought upon information and belief and upon the following reasonably

ascertainable facts.



I. JURISDICTION & VENUE

I. This Court has jurisdiction over this action pursuant to T.C.A. 37-1-103(a)(1).
Venue is appropriate in this Court pursuant to T.C.A. § 37-1-111(a) and (c) because the
child is currently present in and is a resident of this county.

2. Pursuant to T.C.A. 37-1-120, Petitioner states that the Department of
Childrens Services has not participated as a party or witness or in any other capacity in
any other proceeding concerning custody of this child or visitation. The Department does
not know of any other proceedings that could affect this action and does not know of any
other person not a party to this procecding who has physical custody of the child or
claims rights of legal custody or physical custody of or visitation with the child.

3. During the last five (5) years, the children have lived with the following people
at the addresses shown below:

511 Marshall Street, Sevierville, TN 37862

4. Neither parent is currently serving in the Armed Forces and the Service
Members Civil Relief Act does not apply to this proceeding.

5. The child is not a member of or eligible for membership in any federally
recognized Indian tribe; the child’s parents are not members of or eligible for
membership in any federally recognized Indian tribe, and the Indian Child Welfare Act
does not apply to this proceeding.

I1. DEPENDENCY & NEGLECT
1. The above-named child is dependent and neglected within the meaning of
T.C.A. § 37-1-102(b)(1) and (b)(13) due to the following facts and
circumstances:

2. On 01/14/2025 a CPS referral was received with allegations of lack of
supervision due to Kenner being in detention without a legal custodian to be
released to.

3. Kenner Andino-Mejia resides with his aunt, Madellyn Alverez in Sevier

County. Kenner’s mother is Nancy Karina-Hernandez and reportedly lives in



Honduras. Kenner's father is Jorge Andino-Madrid and is reportedly in
Louisiana awaiting deportation.

. The father, Jorge, was arrested three months ago in Sevierville for two counts
of domestic assault. Following his arrest, he was taken to a holding facility in
Louisiana to await deportation. When the father was arrested, power of
attorney was given to the paternal aunt. Kenner has reportedly been having
behavior issues since being with his aunt.

. Madellyn Alvarez reported that Kenner has lied about going to school, taken
items from her home, and has been in trouble with law enforcement since
being with her.

. On 12-16-2025. Kenner packed a bag and left the aunt’s house without
permission. Kenner reported that he was staying at a friend from schools
house. Kenner was not able to provide CM Keck with the address at which he
had been staying.

Kenner was located on 01/14/2025 by law enforcement and was transported to
detention. Due to not having a legal custodian, the detention was unable to
release Kenner to Ms. Alverez.

. CM Keck contacted Madellyn Alvarez, and she stated that she was not willing
to allow Kenner back into her home due to his behaviors. Madellyn Alverez
stated that she would not be willing to pick Kenner up, work services. or be a
potential placement for him. She reported to CM Keck that she no longer
wants any involvement with Kenner and that she no longer wants to be

contacted regarding his behavior.



9. Based on the facts stated above, the child is dependent and neglected.

I11. REASONABLE EFFORTS
[ ] Based on an assessment of the family and the child’s circumstances, it
was reasonable to make no effort to maintain the child in the home

[X] Reasonable efforts were made to prevent the child’s removal from the
home

IV. CUSTODY

1. Based on the facts stated above, the child is subject to an immediate threat to
the extent that delay for a hearing would be likely to result in severe or irreparable harm.

2. There is no less drastic alternative to removal from the home that will
reasonably protect the children’s health and safety pending a preliminary hearing.

3. The child will be removed into protective custody by the Department of
Children’s Services on upon the signing of this Order.

4. The child will be removed from the legal custody of JORGE ANDINO
MADRID & NANCY KARINA-HERNANDEZ and the physical custody of
MADELLYN ALVAREZ.

V. BEST INTEREST

Itis in the best interest of the child and the public that this proceeding be brought.
It is contrary to the welfare of the child to remain in the home, and the child should be
removed from the home and placed in the temporary legal custody of the Department of
Children’s Services for the reasons stated above.

VI. PARTIES

1. The mother of the child is NANCY KARINA-HERNANDEZ whose contact

information is unknown.

2. The father of the child is JORGE ANDINO MADRID whose contact

information is available in the caption.

3. The paternal aunt of the child and previous power of attorney is MADELYN

ALVAREZ whose contact information is available in the caption.
VII. NOTICE REGARDING ABANDONMENT



A parent’s willful failure to visit or support the above-named child for four
months or more could constitute Abandonment, as described under Tennessee Code
Annotated § 36-1-102(1) and could be used as a ground to terminate parental rights to
this child.

PETITIONER PRAYS:

1. That upon the filing of this Petition. the Court enter an immediate protective
custody order taking the above-named child into the protective jurisdiction of this Court
and awarding the temporary care and custody of these child to the Department of
Children’s Services pending a further hearing.

2. That a Guardian ad Litem be appointed for the child, to be compensated
pursuant to T.C. A. § 37-1-150 and applicable rules.

3. That Respondents be served with a copy of this petition, the protective custody
order, and a summons to appear and answer.

4. That the Court consider the need to appoint counsel for the child’s parents,
who may be incompetent or indigent or as may otherwise be required by law, with
compensation to be paid pursuant to T.C.A. § 37-1-150 and applicable rules.

5. That the Court hold a preliminary hearing no later than 72 hours, excluding
non-judicial days, but in no event more than 84 hours after the child’s removal to
determine the issue of temporary custody of the child pending the final adjudication of
this matter.

6. That at a final hearing of this matter, the Court find the above-named child to
be dependent and neglected within the meaning of the law; that it is contrary to the
child’s best interest to remain in home; that reasonable efforts were made to prevent
removal of the child or that reasonable efforts were not required, and that there is no less
drastic alternative to removal.

7. That based on the findings above. the Court award temporary legal custody of
the child to the Department of Children’s Services. granting the Department of Children’s
Services authority to consent to ordinary or necessary medical, surgical, hospital,
educational, institutional, psychiatric or psychological care, subject to further orders of

this Court.



8. That the Court inquire into the ability of each parent to pay support and the
cost of medical care for the child and enter an order accordingly.
9. That the parents and aunt will remain restricted to supervised contact.

10. That the Court enter an order pursuant to T.C.A. 63-1-165 granting DCS the
authority to consent 10 any necessary vaccination of the child.

11. That the Court grant any other general relief necessary.

Based upon the facts stated in the sworn petition filed in this cause, the Court
finds:
1. This Court has jurisdiction over this action, and venue is appropriate in this

County.



2. There is probable cause to believe that the above-named child is dependent and
neglected pursuant to T.C.A. § 37-1-102(b) because the child is without a legal
custodian.

3. The child is subject to an immediate threat to the children’s health or safety to
the extent that delay for a hearing would be likely to result in severe or irreparable harm.

4. There is no less drastic alternative to removal available that would reasonably
and adequately protect the children’s health and safety pending a hearing.

5. Itis contrary to the child’s welfare to remain in the care and custody of
MADELYN ALVAREZ, JORGE ANDINO MADRIS, or NANCY KARINA-
HERNANDETZ for the reasons set out in the petition.

6. Based upon Sections I and 111 of the petition:

[X] Reasonable efforts were made to prevent the child’s removal from
the home.

This matter came to be heard on the, before the Honorable Dianna M. Russell, upon petition filed alleging
the above offense(s).

Those present were Jenna Henderson (Guardian Ad Litem for Kenner Joshua Andino Mejia) and Zachary
Barber (Youth Services Officer).

The Court, having considered the testimony and evidence presented and the entire record, finds as follows:

1. Child is being held in the Sevier County Juvenile Detention Facility on the charge of Unruly Behavior
and his aunt, Maddalyn Alveraz, indicated that she holds a power of attorney executed by the father
concerning the child. However, Ms. Alveraz advised that she is not willing to accept placement of the
minor child upon his rclease from custody.
