SWORN PETITION FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF A GUARDIAN

Karina Rafael Hipolito (the “Petitioner”), by and through counsel and pursuant to
Tennessee Code Annotated section 34-2-101 et seq., petitions this Court for an Order
appointing her as the guardian of Angela Aracely Jorge Ramos (the “Minor”). If this
Court grants the requested guardianship to protect the health and safety of the Minor,
the Order will also be used for the secondary purpose of petitioning U.S. Citizenship and
Immigration Services to grant the Minor Special Immigrant Juvenile status, as defined in

8 US.C. § 1101(a)(27)(J). In support of this Petition, the Petitioner states as follows:

THE PARTIES

. The Minor Angela Aracely Jorge Ramos was born on September 26, 2011, in San
Mateo Ixtatan, Huehuetenango, Guatemala. As of the date of this Petition, the
Minor is fifteen (15) years old and is not married. The Minor’s current residential
and mailing address is 704 Deer Berry Way, Kodak, Tennessee 37764.

. The Petitioner, the Minor’s unrelated caretaker, was born in Queretaro, Mexico, in
March 28, 1998. As of the date of this Petition, the Petitioner is twenty seven (27)
years old. The Petitioner’s current residential and mailing address is 704 Deer
Berry Way, Kodak, Tennessee 37764. The Petitioner is the proposed guardian for

purposes of this Petition.

JURISDICTION AND VENUE

. This Court has jurisdiction pursuant to Tennessee Code Annotated sections 16-10-
101 and 34-2-101.

. Venue is proper in this Court pursuant to Tennessee Code Annotated section 34-
2-101.

. The Petitioner, as a person with knowledge of the circumstances necessitating the
appointment of a guardian, has standing to bring this Petition pursuant to

Tennessee Code Annotated section 34-2-102.

FACTS

The Minor was born in San Mateo Ixatatan, Huehuetenango, Guatemala on
September 26, 2011.

The Minor’s birth certificate includes the names of both Minor’s biological parents,
Roselina, Ramos Alonzo and Andres, Jorge Martin. A true and exact copy of the
Minor’s birth certificate, along with a verified translation, is attached as Exhibit A.
Following her birth, the Minor resided with her biological mother and maternal
grandparents in San Mateo Ixatan, Huehuetenango, Guatemala.

Following the Minor’s birth, she has had no contact with her biological father,
Andres, Jorge Martin and the Minor’s father has not financially supported the
Minor.

Upon information and belief, the minor entered the United States by herself, at or

near Naco, AZ, on or about January 16, 2024.

11. The petitioner is the Minor’s cousin spouse. The petitioner and the Minor’s cousin

have been the sole providers of the Minor. The petitioner has not had any contact
or received any financial support from the Minor biological parents.

Guatemala is a country that has numerous complaints of human rights issues,
arbitrary imprisonment and killings, cruel and tortuous punishments, and
government corruption. See U.S. Dep't of State, Bureau of Democracy, HR. and

Lab., Guatemala 2022 Human Rights Report (2022).

As a result, the Minor migrated to the United States, in January 2024, in search of
better opportunities and because it was very difficult for the mother to properly
care for, provide for, and protect the Minor in Guatemala.

On or about January 16, 2024, the Minor left her home in Guatemala and migrated
to the United States in search of safety and better opportunities and to be with his
cousin.

The Minor crossed the Mexican/ American border on or about January 16, 2024,
and surrendered to immigration officials. The Minor was held in a facility
operated by the U.S Department of Health and Human Services, Office of Refugee
Resettlement, Division of Unaccompanied Children Operations Until they were
released to the Petitioner’s custody on October 1, 2024.

Since arriving in Kodak, the Petitioner and the Minor’s cousin has been the sole
providers of the Minor.

Following the Minor entrance to the United States she has had minimal contact
with her biological mother, Roselina Ramos Alonzo. The Minor last saw her
mother 2 years ago. To the petitioner’s knowledge, the Minor’s parents still reside

in Guatemala.

In America, the Minor has access to better education, healthcare, and
opportunities.
The Petitioner enrolled the Minor in school and ensured she attended classes

appropriately. The Minor has adjusted very well to life in America.



20. The Minor currently attends Northview Junior Academy and really enjoys math

class.

RELEVANT LAW

21. Congress created the Special Immigrant Juvenile classification to provide
immigration relief to undocumented children who have suffered abuse, neglect,
or abandonment. See In re Domingo C.L., No. M2016-02383-COA-R3-]V, 2017 WL
3769419, at *2 (Tenn. Ct. App. Aug. 30, 2017).

22. For a minor to obtain the Special Immigrant Juvenile classification, a state court
must make factual findings about the abuse, neglect, or abandonment of the
minor; the viability of the minor’s reunification with family members in his
country of origin; and the best interests of the minor. Id. at *3.

23. These factual findings are often made through guardianship proceedings. Id.

24. The Tennessee guardianship statute provides:

Subject to the court’s determination of what is in the best interests of the
minor, the court shall consider the following persons in the order listed for
appointment of the guardian:

(1) The parent or parents of the minor;

(2) The person or persons designated by the parent or parents in a

will or other written document;

(3) Adult siblings of the minor;

(4) Closest relative or relatives of the minor; and

(5) Other person or persons.

Tenn. Code Ann. § 34-2-103.

25. The primary role of the court in a guardianship proceeding is to determine what
is in the best interests of the minor. In re Danely C., No. M2016-02054-COA-R3-}JV,
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26.

2017 WL 5901022, at *6 (Tenn. Ct. App. Nov. 29, 2017). “[I]t is not the role of [the]
court to consider the purpose or motivation of the minor applicant or a parent,
matters of immigration policy, or whether the minor is a ‘worthy candidate’ for

[Special Immigrant Juvenile] status.” Id. at *7.

THE PETITION

In consideration of the facts set forth above, and for the secondary purpose of
requesting Special Immigrant juvenile status pursuant to 8 U.S.C. § 1101(a)(27)(J)
with U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services, the Minor needs to be appointed
a guardian. This Court qualifies as a “juvenile court” as that term is defined in 8
C.F.R. § 204.11(a).

The Petitioner is a close family member of the Minor and is the proposed guardian
for purposes of this Petition.

The Minor is currently in the Petitioner’s custody pursuant to the Verification of
Release provided by the Office of Refugee Resettlement, Division of Children’s
Services. The Verification of Release is attached as Exhibit B.

The Minor is unmarried and does not own any real or personal property.

The Minor lacks a willing and able caregiver in Guatemala. Moreover, the
dangerous conditions and high rate of violent crime in Guatemala would make it
dangerous for the Minor to live there. As a result, it is not in the Minor’s best

interest to return to Guatemala.

The Minor lives in a loving and stable home in the United States where she has a
good relationship with the Petitioner. The Minor has access to better education,
health care, and opportunities. As a result, it is in the Minor’s best interest to

remain in the United States.

32. The Petitioner requests the following areas of protection and assistance be

33.

included in the Court’s Order of Appointment: (1) all matters associated with the
medical treatment of the Minor; (2) all matters associated with the education of the
Minor; and (3) all matters associated with the housing, care, and custody of the
Minor.

The Petitioner further requests that the following findings be made by the Court
and included in the Court’s Order of Appointment: (1) that the Minor is legally
placed by this Court with the Petitioner, as guardian, pursuant to Tennessee Code
Annotated section 34-1-101 et seq.; (2) that reunification of the Minor with her
biological parents is not viable by virtue of their abandonment of the Minor, as
defined under Tennessee Code Annotated section 36-1-102(1)(A)(i); and (3) that it
is not in the Minor’s best interest to be returned to her parents’ previous country

of nationality and residence, Guatemala .

WHEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, the Petitioner respectfully requests:

(a) That process issue as necessary upon the Minor;

(b) That this Court set a date and time for the hearing of this Petition;



(c) That this Court grant the Petition and appoint the Petitioner as the guardian of
the Minor with such power and authority as this Court deems appropriate; and

(d) That this Court grant any other relief to which the Petitioner may be entitled.

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LEY RELEVANTE

21. El Congreso cref la clasificacién de Inmigrante Juvenil Especial para proporcionar
alivio migratorio a nifios indocumentados que han sufrido abuso, negligencia o
abandono. Véase In re Domingo C.L., No. M2016-02383-COA-R3-JV, 2017 WL
3769419, en *2 (Tenn. Ct. App. 30 de agosto de 2017).

22. Para que un menor obtenga esta clasificacién, un tribunal estatal debe emitir
hallazgos sobre abuso, negligencia o abandono; la viabilidad de la reunificaciéon
con la familia en el pais de origen; y el interés superior del menor. Id. en *3.

23. Estos hallazgos suelen determinarse mediante procedimientos de tutela. Id.

La ley de tutela de Tennessee establece:

Sujeto a la determinaci6n del tribunal sobre lo que es en el mejor interés del menor, el
tribunal considerara a las siguientes personas, en el orden listado, para el
nombramiento de tutor:

(1) Los padres del menor;

(2) La persona o personas designadas por los padres en un testamento u otro
documento escrito;

24. El papel principal del tribunal en un procedimiento de tutela es determinar lo que
es en el mejor interés del menor. In re Danely C., No. M2016-02054-COA-R3-JV,
2017 WL 5901022, en *6. “[N]o es funcién del tribunal considerar el propésito o

motivacién del menor solicitante o de un padre, cuestiones de politica migratoria,

o si el menor es un ‘candidato adecuado’ para el estatus de Inmigrante Juvenil

Especial.” Id. en *7.

LA PETICION

25. En consideracién de los hechos expuestos y con el propésito secundario de

27. La Menor se encuentra actualmente bajo la custodia de la Peticionaria conforme a
la Verificacién de Liberacién proporcionada por la Oficina de Reasentamiento de
Refugiados, Division de Servicios para Nifios, que se adjunta como Anexo B.

28. La Menor no esté casada y no posee bienes muebles o inmuebles

29. La Menor carece de un cuidador dispuesto y capaz en Guatemala. Ademas, las
condiciones peligrosas y la alta tasa de crimen violento en Guatemala hacen que
sea peligroso para la Menor residir alli. Por tanto, no es en su mejor interés regresar

a Guatemala.



30. La Menor vive en un hogar estable y amoroso en Estados Unidos, con buena
relacion con la Peticionaria. Tiene acceso a mejor educacién, atencién médica y
oportunidades. Por ello, es en su mejor interés permanecer en Estados Unidos.

31. La Peticionaria solicita que la Orden de Nombramiento incluya:

(1) Todos los asuntos relacionados con el cuidado médico de la Menor;
(2)Todos los asuntos relacionados con la educacién de la Menor; y
(3) Todos los asuntos relacionados con la vivienda, cuidado y custodia de la
Menor.
