Reflection

What specific criticisms that Luther makes would have resonated with people
of his time and place?

In his own time period, Luther would have resonated with people who felt that they
were just being used by the Church to get their money. The idea that giving money
will automatically gain an indulgence could easily lead to the idea that being rich
makes it easier to get into heaven, which goes against the Gospel, where Jesus
says that it is harder for a rich man to enter heaven than a camel to go through the
eye of a needle. In his letter to the Bishop of Mainz, he emphasizes the importance
of preaching love and good works, rather than focusing on indulgences, which only
take away external punishments. This resonates with people of all times. We need
the love of Christ, and the Christian life is based on love. Indulgences do not make
sense if they are not connected to love.

Another claim of Luther that would resonate with people is the claim that the pope
is arrogant. If it is true, what you read last week, that the pope became extremely
corrupt, than many people probably would have had disdain for the Pope, and felt
that he needed to be severely corrected. Like Marsilius of Padua, Luther goes too far
and says that the Pope does not have any special authority. In fact, he denies that
the priesthood has any special power from God. I do not know if ordinary people
would really have liked that teaching when they first heard it.
