Reflection

Continuing to discuss the Church’s teaching.

In many ways, the approach of Vatican II, and _Gaudium et spes_, was very different
from what came before. At Vatican I, for example, word was sent to the Eastern
Orthodox and Protestants that they should convert and become Catholic and then
join the Council. This was not very welcoming, and no one responded to this
invitation. In Vatican II, differently, there is an open invitation to non-Catholics to
observe and participate in the council. _Gaudium et spes_ says that Catholics
should cooperate and be in dialogue with non-Catholics. Actually,
the document is addressed to all people, and not just to Catholics. It tries to see
issues in a way that is meaningful to all people, not just Catholics, and it addresses
many different social issues. At the same time, the council is traditional, because it
teaches that the true fulfillment of mankind is only in God, and specifically in Jesus
Christ. It really is a great evangelization, but without saying it.

One time period in the past that _Gaudium et spes_ reminds me of is the Middle
Ages, when the new forms of religious life were beginning, and also new forms of
theology, especially scholasticism. The discovery of Aristotle’s thinking changed a
lot. Also, although the Middle ages did not have a lot of ecumenism, there was a
new awareness of the Middle East, and other religions, especially Islam.
