*The OT Priesthood in Images*

The first Covenant had rules and a place for worship, starting with the tent or
tabernacle. The outer place of the tent was called the Holy Place, and in it were the
lamp stand and the table with the bread offered to God (Heb. 9:1-2). Behind the
curtain was the gold altar for burning incense and the ark containing the gold jar
with mannain it, Aaron’s staff, and the two stone tablets with the Ten
Commandments on them (Heb. 9:3-5). This area behind the curtain was called the
Most Holy Place, the Holy of Holies.

Jesus entered the Most Holy Place not by the sacrifice of the blood of bulls,

but of his own blood and gave us salvation. The people used to be purified by the
blood of bulls and goats, but Christ purifies us by his own blood. Christ has already
come as the true high priest of these good things we received. The tent he uses is
not a tent made by human hands or part of the world (Heb. 9:11).

Every high priest is chosen to offer sacrifices and offerings for sins. He is

weak and needs offerings for himself too. It is only by God’s call a man becomes a
priest, just as Aaron was chosen by God. Christ did not take on himself the honor of
being a priest, but God said, “You are my Son, today | have begotten you,” and “You
will be a priest forever, in the priestly order of Melchizedek” (Heb. 5:1-6).

Christ was from a different tribe than Aaron and Levi, and his tribe never

served as priests. But, when the priesthood is changed, the law is also changed
(Heb. 7:12-13). Jesus Christ became the source of salvation for all who obey him,
and God declared him to be the real high priest, a merciful and faithful priest (Heb.
5:7-10). For the sake of the joy ahead of him, he despised the shame of the cross
and now is seated forever in heaven on God’s right hand.

Then to all Christ said. “Whoever wishes to be my follower, must deny lus very self. take up his cross
each day. and follow 1 my steps™ (LK 9:23).

The Church has always helped us fulfill these words of Jesus by prescribing very definite penance for all
Catholics. Accordingly, the Pope. the Patriarch and the American bishops have outlined obligatory fasting
and abstinence. Our Eparchial Regulations are:

®  Great Friday (April 3, 2026) 1s a day of abstinence for all Catholics over the age of 14. On this
dav. fasting as well as abstinence 1s also obligatory for those from the age of 18 through 59.
Abstinence means abstinence from meat and meat products. Fasting means no food from
midnight to noon. except for plain water. No Catholic will likely excuse himself or herself from
this obligation.

* All other Fridavs of Lent are days of absfinence from meat (and meat products) for everyvone 14
years of age and older. Here again. Catholics will not hold themselves lightly excused.

e If there 1s a serious health problem, the obligation of fasting and abstinence would not
apply.

* Fasting from midnight to noon daily is optional.
