A contrast between Noah’s faith with Abraham’s faith.

Both Abraham and Noah were obedient to God by faith. By
faith, Noah created an ark for the unknown future, believing in
God. Through faith, Abraham even obeyed God to go to the
location where he had not yet been. We see something in
common between the two. Both Abraham and Noah had
complete faith in God. In three of the Ten Commandments, God
is telling Moses what the people should do, and seven tell what
they should not do. There is a Jewish tradition about God
giving commandments to Noah, and there were seven of them.
Because the people violated the seven commandments of God,
the earth was destroyed, and Noah became the heir of
righteousness. Abraham obtained the inheritance by following
the path of God, and through his faith he traveled further than
ever before. He became the father of Isaac and Jacob, and the
covenant came forward through them.

Today, we should imitate Noah and Abraham by trusting God in
our daily life: obeying His commandments, remaining faithful
in prayer and the sacraments, choosing righteousness amid
temptation, and courageously following His will even when the
future is uncertain. Faith expresses itself through loving
obedience and perseverance.
