Why is beauty important in the liturgy?

Beauty is important in the liturgy for the greatest reasons.
First: beauty brings us out of our regular existence, and it
leads into contemplation. It raises us over the dust and
difficulties and allows us to see the beauty of creation. This is
God’s perspective. Second, beauty is from God, and He gave it
to us so that we could be drawn to Him and know Him. In the
liturgy, beauty is most important of all, because we are raised
up to heaven and drawn into the love of God.

There are some things that are not beautiful on the outside,
but are beautiful inside. The Cross of Jesus is very ugly
outside to us, but with faith we see the beauty of God’s love
coming from it. External beauty can help us, but it needs to
be in the right place. This does not mean less beauty, but that
the beauty that is presented in the liturgy is not against the
full reason for the liturgy, which is to bring us to worship God.
The best way for the liturgy to be beautiful is to be like Christ
is, especially through love.
