-~ Prayer Points for the Week 4.26.26-5.2.26

1.As of this writing, there is a fragile ceasefire between the USA and Iran and between Israel and Lebanon.
Pray for victory in all points in the wars and that the goals of the war would be accomplished before the
war's end, including a regime change in Iran, that they would never have nuclear weapons, and for
Hezbollah to be removed (2 Samuel 23:12b).

2.Monday of this past week was Memorial Day, honoring the fallen soldiers of the wars in Israel and the
victims of terror. | wanted to share this letter from an IDF soldier to his father before he died in the line of
duty (click here to access). Let us continue to pray for the protection of all the soldiers in the IDF and for
the American Troops stationed in the Middle East. In Operation Roaring Lion (Israel), there have been 16 IDF
deaths, and in Operation Epic Fury (USA), there have been 13 American Troop deaths. May there be no
more, as well as no more injuries (Psalm 91:11).

3.President Trump has publicly appealed to Iran’s leaders to release eight women facing execution. Pray that
the killing of all citizens, Mossad agents, and political dissenters in Iran would be stopped (Psalm 94:20-21).

4.Because the President of Lebanon (Joseph Aoun, who is a Maronite Christian) has entered into
negotiations with Israel for the first time in 33 years, there have been assassination threats on his life from
Hezbollah operatives and other terrorists who do not want peace between the nations. Pray for his
protection, as his life is in jeopardy (Psalm 18:2).

5.Similarly, pray for both President Trump and PM Netanyahu. May they stand united and protected by the
Lord, and may they lead with extraordinary wisdom (Psalm 18:35).

6.Britain’s Daily Mail has written testimonies from inside the Gaza Strip, describing patterns of abuse women
are subjected to by Hamas terrorists. Widows, divorcees, and displaced mothers seeking food or basic
assistance are being coerced into sexual acts in exchange for aid. Hamas controls access to food and all
aid. Pray for these women, pray that the atrocities of Hamas would continue to be exposed, and pray that
Hamas would be removed from any form of power in Gaza (Micah 2:3).

7.Pray for both the National Leadership Center, located in Ariel, Israel, and the Jerusalem Leadership
Institute. Pray blessings on all the staff, including Eran Glazer, Rachely Scapa, Tair, and the rest of the team
and their families. Pray for the anointing and the financial provision for both facilities (Numbers 6:22-27).

8.Pray that the Strait of Hormuz would not be under Iranian rule, and for ships to be able to travel safely
through this strategic waterway (Psalm 77:18-20).

9.Continue to pray for hidden things to be revealed and brought down, including planned terror attacks or
acts of antisemitism. May lies in reporting, whether legacy media or social media, also be exposed and
removed (Psalm 59:12).

10.Pray for a great spiritual awakening in Israel with hearts turning to the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob

(Ezekiel 36:26).

1.Pray specifically for the IDF soldiers who are known to our community, especially as there is now a ground
operation in Lebanon and ongoing conflict in Gaza. Pray for the son-in-law of Dean Bye (of the Aliyah
Return Center): Chaim Malespin. Pray for those related to Arie Bar David and his daughter Ayelet (of Yad
Hashmona): Achinoam and Oriyah, Eden and Tal, Yonatan, Tsuriyah, Annael, Tsuriel, Bat-Ami, and Gideon.
Pray for Meir, Zev, and Randy (the brothers of Moshe from Canada), and Shuki and Emma Aaron (son and
daughter of Joshua Aaron). Pray for those related to Ari Sacher: Elyasaf, Amichai, Tiara, and Assaf. Pray for
Ariel Ben-har, Deborah, Shaked Tzemach, Elijah Reyes, and Abigail Reyes. Pray for Eitan Wiseman, son of
Mordechai Wiseman (Israel Firstfruits), as well as brothers Joel and Mati Jelski. While Eran’s sons are not
engaged in the IDF right now, keep praying for them: Yonatan and Itamar (Psalm 91).
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
