Lesson Plan

1. Look at the pictures of famous places in London
and Delhi. Talk about the pictures. Ask questions...
What do you see?

Is it noisy or quiet / old or modern?

Is there a (park/market) like this in our city?

« What is a museum? What kind of museums are in
our city?
« Do you want to go there? Why? Why not?

2. Find London and Delhi on a map. If your students
are interested, you can look at more photos or
videos of each city together.

3.Share about the city where you grew up or a city
you have visited.

4.Ask your students what they like about their town
or city. Hand out the first worksheet and have
your students fill it out on their own, in small
groups or as a class. Encourage your students to
share all about their city.
