
DRESS CODE 2026-2027 

 

Learners in all grades wear appropriate free dress. 
 
Pants and Shorts  
Learners can wear jeans, sweats, or shorts.  NO hip huggers or skinny/baggy pants.  Leggings 
will be okay as long as it is under a dress or LONG shirt that goes below the buttocks.  NO 
ripped or torn jeans/pants.  Shorts need to be long, at least mid-thigh. 
 
Shirts 
Learners can wear T-shirts, polo shirts, or dress shirts.  NO holes in shirts.  NO spaghetti straps 
or tank tops, unless a shirt is worn underneath.  
 
Shoes  
Learners can wear tennis shoes, boots, crocs, or dress shoes.  All shoes need to be scuff-proof.  
Learners in PreK or Kindergarten or students who are still learning to tie their shoes need to 
wear shoes with Velcro or slip-on shoes.  Learners in PreK – 3rd grade CANNOT wear heels.  
Heels are not preferred, but if heels are worn, they cannot be high, and the learner needs to 
bring tennis shoes for recess. 
 
Make-up 
For learners who choose to wear make-up, make-up needs to be natural.  Fun make-up can be 
worn on Theme Days or All Day Play Day.   
 
Picture Day and Jeans & Tie Day 
One day a month, learners will have a Jeans & Tie Day. They are encouraged to wear jeans (long 
or short; skirt or dress will also be acceptable), button down shirt, tie, and an Imagination 
School Logo cardigan or fleece sweater.  
PreK – 5th Grade: red cardigan or fleece 
6th – 8th Grade: navy blue cardigan or fleece 
High School: grey cardigan or fleece 
​
Field Trips 
All learners will need to wear jeans and an Imagination School Logo cardigan or fleece sweater 
or sweatshirt. (The field trip form will indicate which one to wear.) 
PreK – 5th Grade: red  
6th – 8th Grade: navy blue
