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Venezuela, 2025

There is an amazing church in Venezuela, called
Mosaico Church. In 2021, DCPI-trained pastors, Pablo
and Nedsimar Ojeda planted Mosaico to reach
Acarigua with an ongoing vision of planting daughter
churches to reach their entire region of Venezuela.
The mission of Mosaico Church is to reach families
with the love and hope of Christ.

The Quintero family are living proof of this mission.
Luis and Yosdaly Quintero began coming to Mosaico
Church in 2022 because their kids, Samira and Juan
Pablo, heard about Mosaico’s kids ministry and
wanted to check it out. Hesitantly, Luis and Yosdaly
dropped their kids off and waited outside. But
Yosdaly's curiosity led her to look inside the adult
service, where she was surprised by the coffee cart
and how friendly everyone was. The couple started
attending more regularly, getting involved in a
"connection group" led by Pastor Nedsimar. Still, they
were cautious.

For years, Luis and Yosdaly had been involved in
Santería, a form of Caribbean witchcraft that blends
African, indigenous, and Catholic elements. This
spiritual darkness had isolated them from God and
caused deep marital struggles between them. Their
children, too, were being led astray. But, they began
to understand the truth about Jesus through Mosaico
Church.

The more Yosdaly attended church and learned from
Pastor Nedsimar, the more she started to feel a pull
towards faith in Jesus.

Pastor Nedsimar asked Yosdaly if she was ready to
believe in God and trusted Him with her life, and she
realized that only God could bring the meaning and
healing they were looking for. Yosdaly made the bold
decision to believe in Jesus and publicly declare her
faith through baptism, but Luis didn’t like this decision.
Luis felt deeply offended and confused. However,
through the gentle encouragement of Pastor Nedsimar,
Luis attended Yosdaly’s baptism.

Yosdaly began studying Scripture, praying, and growing
personally, which helped her navigate this difficult
season. Over time, the tension in their marriage began to
ease, and they took part in Mosaico's "Marriage on the
Rock" program, which provided them with biblical tools
to rebuild their relationship on a foundation of faith. Luis,
too, began to see his marriage as a covenant centered on
Christ, and, after experiencing the love and
transformation that only Jesus can bring to his wife and
their marriage, Luis made the decision to publicly declare
his own faith.

Today, Luis and Yosdaly are not only active members of
Mosaico Church but also passionate volunteers, serving
others with joy every Sunday. Yosdaly is now officially
part of the Woman’s leadership in Mosaico. Their
children, Samira and Juan Pablo, continue to thrive in the
kids' ministry, learning about God’s love and sharing it at
home. Together, the Quintero family has been
transformed, freed from the darkness of Santería, and
now they walk together in the light of Christ.

What’s more, the Quintero family wants to be on the
team that plants Mosaico’s next daughter church!

implement future trainings.

We know that not every training
track applies to every movement.
That’s why we love to help
customize The DCPI System for
organizations, networks, and
denominations in many different
cultural contexts.
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Three years ago, we arranged our
training into a graphic that helps
leaders grasp the system that lays
beneath them all. The DCPI
System is designed to help church
planting movement leaders to
systematize their training and
multiply churches faster by
ensuring that all of their leaders
receive a multi-faceted
understanding of church planting. 

The DCPI System is set up 1) to
train people to plant churches, 2)
to train people to help churches
become healthy, and 3) to train
movements to raise up more
leaders who would plant future
churches.

In 2026, the translation team aims to complete twenty-four
translations and continue updating older translations of
top-used materials.

THE COST OF
TRANSLATION
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Historically, it has cost us about
$1,500 to $2,000 per translation in
translator fees. We average 11
translations per year, so translating
DCPI materials was roughly a
$16,500-$22,000 per year job. But, in
2025, we adopted a translation
software called Redokun
(pronounced RED-oh-ken) that can
work within our existing training
documents using a massive
language database and AI tools to
help us translate our curriculum
notes, student handbooks,
certificates, and powerpoint
presentations into new languages. 

This year, we were able to spend
just $3,500 on Redokun and ZERO
on translators. Because all the hard
work had been done, we had
volunteers come forward to double
check the translations, and we got
13 done in 2025!

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The Transformation that
can happen through
discipleship

How can we train leaders so that they shift from addition
to multiplication? In Pakistan, for example, we have one
leader who has singlehandedly chosen leaders and
planted 7,000 house churches. Now, if we could get him
to master his discipleship process and raise up leaders
right within each of those churches, we’d go from 7,000
churches to 14,000 churches overnight.

This is why we are building a new curriculum program
that we’re calling the “3D” Pilot Program. 3D Stands for
“Disciple, Develop, Deploy.” This is a one-year, three-track
training that is all about multiplying—disciples, leaders,
and church plants—specifically for house church
contexts. 

Track one for this “3D” system, as we’re calling it, will be
Disciples Making Disciples—a brand new DCPI training
track. Track two will be our existing House Church
Planting (HCP) track. Track three will be a revamped
version of our Church Planting Movements (CPM) track.
We’re looking to launch in 2026 in one of our world
zones. Then, we plan on building this system out into
other world zones and making the “Disciples Making
Disciples” track available to churches everywhere who
need to revamp their discipleship process!

A Four-Generation Church
Planting Movement

It’s not enough for us to find leaders to go out and plant our next churches. We need to be developing
leaders from within our churches. If our evangelism and discipleship are truly effective, we should be
raising up the next generations of church planters from right within our churches. This is truly how the
kingdom goes from addition to multiplication. 

If we find another leader and plant another church, we’ve done addition. If we start a church that raises
up a leader that plants another church, we’ve done multiplication. 

A true “Church Planting Movement” needs to be four generations deep and one hundred churches in
all. In order to continue as a sustained “movement” of God, we absolutely must have multiplication.

LIFE CHANGE STORY
FROM ADDICT TO EVANGELIST IN TURKEY

A Turkish man whom we will call Deniz had been an
addict for many years before he finally decided he
needed to get help. When he joined his local AA
program, he had no idea that he would meet some
secret Christian believers. But, the more he got to
know them, the more he wanted to know Jesus. After
a little while, Deniz put his trust in Christ and was
healed completely from his addiction. He grew in his
faith and got involved in a local church. Deniz met an
amazing woman and got married, had children, and
openly shares about how he has had a total change
of direction in his life under the direction of the Holy
Spirit. In fact, his story is so compelling that he and
his wife have led over 500 people from muslim
backgrounds into personal relationships with Jesus
Christ! Deniz recently attended a DCPI House Church
Planting training and is so excited to know how to
use what he learned to disciple these new believers
effectively through house churches.  

It all started in July 2008, when DCPI trained
twelve pastors from United Pentecostal
Church International of Uganda (UPCIU). They
instantly fell in love with DCPI, certified five of
their top leaders and quickly turned around to
train thirty more leaders. The UPCIU at the
time had slightly over 350 churches and about
30,000 members in Uganda. By 2023, the
church had grown to over 2,300 churches in
Uganda. They had also started 40 churches in
Rwanda, 16 in South Sudan, 39 in DR Congo
and one in the Dominican Republic. UPCIU
has continued to expand and have even
planted in Cologne, Germany. This church
continues growing non-stop and has over
500,000 members.
