Dear Mr. Sendziak:
I am submitting this comment regarding Permit Application LRB-2016-01374 and respectfully request that the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers conduct a public hearing before making any final permitting decision.
The proposed undertaking is situated within the North Union Shaker Site and the Shaker Village Historic District, both listed on the National Register of Historic Places. The project also affects public parkland, environmental resources, recreational opportunities, and long-term community interests. Significant public interest and continuing controversy remain regarding the project's impacts, alternatives, and future consequences.
A public hearing would provide residents, agencies, consulting parties, and other interested stakeholders an opportunity to present information and concerns directly into the administrative record before final decisions are made.
I am concerned about the effect this project may have on public use and enjoyment of the Shaker Lakes Parklands.
For many residents, the parklands are more than a collection of natural features. They are places where people walk, fish, boat, observe wildlife, exercise, take photographs, spend time with family and friends, and enjoy the scenery and peaceful character of the landscape.
The parklands also serve an important social and community function. On any given day, residents may encounter people from many different backgrounds and cultures enjoying the area together. It is common to hear different languages being spoken, see community groups gathering outdoors, observe people practicing tai chi or yoga, or come across musicians quietly playing near the water's edge. These everyday experiences contribute to the character and value of the parklands.
Many recreational and community uses of the area are closely tied to the existing lakes, waterways, views, and landscape features. I encourage the Corps to carefully consider how proposed changes may affect these existing recreational, cultural, and social uses of the parklands.
Because this project may affect public recreation, community use, and the character of a landscape that serves thousands of residents and visitors each year, and because these issues continue to generate substantial public interest and controversy, I believe a public hearing is warranted.
Thank you for your consideration of these comments.
I respectfully request that this comment be included in the administrative record for Permit Application LRB-2016-01374 and considered as part of the Corps' public-interest review, environmental review, and permitting decision-making process.
For the reasons described above, I respectfully request that the Corps conduct a public hearing so that residents, agencies, consulting parties, and other interested stakeholders may present information and concerns regarding the issues raised by this application before any final permitting decision is made.
