Date & Times:

The recital is on May 16th. We have 5 show times on this day. 10:00, 11:30, 1:00, 2:30, & 4:00.
We offer 5 show times to minimize the amount of people in the auditorium and to keep the
shows about an hour long each. See the recital program to check what time(s) your dancer will
be performing at.

Tickets:

Recital tickets are $22 in advance, $25 at the door. Tickets go on sale May 1st at the studio.
One ticket will get you into all shows. Tickets are for general admission, there are no assigned
seats. The doors will open 15 minutes before the start of the show.

When you purchase tickets parents will be given a wristband. Only one parent wearing the
wristband will be allowed to pick up and drop off their dancer the day of the recital.

Picture Day:

Ms. Lisa’s Dance is excited to have SOHO Images back at the studio to take our Spring recital
pictures again this year! This year all classes will take a group picture and individual pictures
during picture week! Picture week is May 11th-16th. We will have a modified class schedule
during picture week to allow all classes to have an in studio rehearsal and pictures. Picture
times are written on your dancer’s costume bag or posted in the studio lobby.

DVDs & Extras:

DVDS - This year we are excited to announce that all dancers will receive a digital copy of the
Spring Recital! The dvd is included in the $25 recital fee due May 1st.

NO FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY OR VIDEOTAPING WILL BE ALLOWED AT THE RECITAL OR
VIDEOTAPING.

FLOWERS - Preorder your dancer a special bouquet of flowers. Flowers are available for
preorder at the studio starting May 1st. Flowers are $15 & $18. Flowers will be picked up the
day of the show at Jefferson High School. A limited number of flowers will be available for
purchase the day of the show.

RECITAL PLUSH - This year Ms. Lisa’s Dance will be selling recital Teddy Bears for $20. Bears
are available for pre order at the studio starting May 1st. Bears will also be sold at Jefferson the
day of the show (while supplies last).

Pre orders for tshirts will go on sale online starting March 23rd. T-shirts are $22, keep your eye
on your emails for an order form sent out soon!

Room Moms:

Room moms are needed for all classes ages 12 & under. Room moms will sit backstage/in the
dancer holding area with the dancers for the entire show. Room moms are responsible for
keeping their class together and entertained (coloring pages and tvs with movies will be
provided by Ms. Lisa’s Dance). Room moms will be allowed to leave the backstage area to sit in
the audience during their dancer’s routine. Once the routine is over the Room Mom will return
backstage to take their class back to the holding area. ROOM MOMS WILL RECEIVE A FREE
FRONT ROW TICKET TO THE SHOW! To volunteer to be a room mom please stop by the front
desk to sign up. There will be a room mom info paper/commitment form given when you sign up.
Day of the show rooms moms will arrive 30 minutes prior to the start of the show to receive a
class roster folder and a volunteer lanyard.

Dress Rehearsal:

Dress Rehearsal will be at Jefferson High School on May 15th. Only select classes will be
required to attend the dress rehearsal. Your teacher will let you know if you need to attend a
dress rehearsal. Rehearsal Schedule

RECITAL PROCEDURES:

Dancers need to arrive 15 minutes prior to the start of their show, dressed in costume with hair
and makeup ready to perform. Upon arrival dancers will report directly to the hallway holding
area, signs will be posted around the recital venue to direct parents where to drop off. Dancers
will be dropped off at the hallway entrance, no parents will be allowed into the hallway (only
room moms). For the dancer’s safety there will be a security guard and an MLD teacher at the
entrance of the hallway, stopping parents from entering. Each class will have their own
designated holding area in the hallway to sit with room moms & teachers during the show.
Dancers will remain in the hallway holding area for the entire show! For the dancers safety no
parents will be allowed to pick up until after the show. At the end of the show parents will be
dismissed from the audience by class to pick up their dancer from the holding area. Only one
parent wearing the recital wristband will be allowed to pick up at the designated time. Dancers
will be dismissed in order of the show, so please wait until your dancer’s class is called to go to
the holding area.

Finale:

This year we are excited to add a finale to our annual Spring Recital! All classes ages 6+ will
participate in a finale dance/bow at the end of the show! Upon entering the auditorium audience
members will receive glow sticks to use during the finale to hype up the dancers on stage,
congratulating them on an amazing show!

Costume Changes:

MLD staff and room moms are not responsible for costume changes during the show. Any
dancer under the age of 10 who has a costume change, we encourage a parent or guardian
volunteer to be a room mom. If you are unable to volunteer to be a room mom, a parent will
enter backstage on the right front side of the auditorium to change their dancer backstage.
There will be a sign posted in the auditorium for costume change entrance.
